The program is
used for screening, benchmarking, and progress monitoring. STAR allows teachers to spend less time on assessment
and more time on instruction. The Accelerated Reader Program challenges students to read engaging books and then
test their comprehension ability through on-line quizzes. First in Math, a robust, online math supplemental program,
provides students with opportunities to practice math facts and problem solving skills in a fun and engaging format. Fast
ForWord, a computerized program, accelerates learning by developing cognitive skills, memory, attention, processing,
and sequencing through a series of activities. Other students participate in Read 180 or System 44 to enhance their
aquisition of literacy skills. All of our classrooms are equipped with computers, document cameras, Red Cat amplification
systems, LCD projectors, and/ or short throw projectors. Our school enables parent access to grades and attendance
using the data management system, PowerSchool. The school website and staff web pages provide parents with detailed
information regarding daily events and curriculum information.
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
