Due to the COVID-19 pandemic and associated federal waivers, New Jersey has submitted a proposed addendum to New Jersey's consolidated state plan to delay the next
identi�cation until the 2022-2023 school year (based on 2021-2022 data) and also delay the exit of all currently identi�ed schools to align with the next identi�cation.

For the annual identi�cation of schools for Targeted Support and Improvement: Consistently Underperforming Student Group, no schools will be identi�ed during the 2020-2021 school year as a result of the March
2020 waiver. New Jersey has submitted a request to USED to waive the next identi�cation in the 2021-2022 school year due to the lack of two consecutive years of data.

Because these requests to adjust exit dates are dependent on approval by USED, exit dates are not included in the 2019-2020 reports. Updated exit dates will be shared directly with districts when they are �nalized.

Postsecondary Information:

At Washington Township High School, our graduation rate for 2018 was 99.3%. 91% of our
graduates pursued a two or four-year college to further their education and 1% entered military
service.

At the secondary level, a new grading and assessment policy was adopted in response to the
challenges of remote learning. This new policy includes a formal redo and retake procedure, the
elimination of compliance grading, and more meaningful formative assessment. In addition, multi-
tiered interventions were put into place to help students become engaged and recapture their
learning. This includes a progression of communications, beginning with the teacher, then the
counselor and CST as appropriate, and �nally an administrator. This system of interventions has
been successful in improving student learning outcomes
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Other Information:

WTHS offers a robust elective program of study across the curriculum. The Seal of Biliteracy can be
earned by students in our World Language programs and we offer a comprehensvie program for our
English Language Learners (ELL). Our Technology Education program offers engineering,
architecture, electrical and construction technology, as well as television production and graphic
design. In Family & Consumer Science, our students can take classes in culinary arts, pre-natal and
child development and careers in childcare. Our English department offers creative writing and
journalism courses. In Visual and Performing Arts, we offer theater, dance, music, art, animation,
digital illustration and photography. Through our Social Studies department students can study
econominics, psychology/sociology, Air Force Junior ROTC and our Tomorrow's Teachers program.
In the Mathematics department we offer computer science and JAVA classes. Our Science offerings
include anatomy and physiology, forensics and marine biology. We offer a wide variety of Business
courses, including accounting, business law, sports & entertainment marketing, entrepreneurship,
social media marketing and web page design. Our Special Education program offers support to
students who have learning differences. Instruction is designed to meet the students' unique needs
and address speci�c goals and objectives as outlined in the IEP.
