These activities are designed to help your ELA teacher get to know you as a
reader and help spark great conversations about the adventures you’ve experienced, the characters you’ve fallen in love
with, and the lessons you’ve learned while reading.

We're also excited to tell you that extra credit is an option this year! Your ELA teacher will award extra credit points for
any of the reading activities listed on the assignment/extra credit page that you complete this summer.

Please note that Your required summer veading assigniment will count as a
minor assessment grade for Marking Period 1.
