» follow the Middle School Code of Conduct: always use appropriate/respectful language, treat
all teachers, administrators, cast/crew members, and audience members with respect and courtesy

* must not use cell phones or electronics during rehearsal and performance (no pictures, no social
media posts, or videos of rehearsal and performance)

* must follow all reasonable requests made by the directors (learn lines and blocking, arrive on
time to rehearsals, come to rehearsals prepared, be responsible for costumes and props, etc.)
