(Daytime at 
school) (1 hour interval) 
  
_____ CAKE BAKING (School Year) Bakers are needed for miscellaneous functions such as: 
Back to School Night, American Education Evening, other fuctions. (Perfect for busy parents 
who cannot make it out to the school events during the day but want to be involved) 
 
_____ DR. SEUSS DAY (March) Read to the children at school during “special times” and walk 
around in costume during school hours.
